D4D HTC is hosted by Sheffield Teaching Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust and is funded through the National Institute of Health Research Invention for Innovation programme, the Technology Strategy Board, Engineering and Physical Sciences Research Council, Medical Research Council and supported by the Association of British Healthcare Industries.

The D4D HTC is a collaboration of 5 NHS centres and 3 universities, bringing together strong national and international reputations in excellence, clinical skill and academia.
